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RESOLUTION
In regard to Police Service Areas (PSAs)

WHEREFORE the current rendition of the Police Service Area (PSA) redistricting plan
(“the plan”) dated November 4, 2003 places Advisory Neighborhood Commission (ANC) 2F
in a mega-PSA 307 that is not consistent with the Metropolitan Police Department's (MPD)
stated objective of aligning PSAs with community boundaries and will not permit effective
community policing;

WHEREFORE the plan fails to include a large residential area in the southern portion of
ANC 2F in any PSA;

WHEREFORE the concerns of ANC 2F which were previously communicated to MPD in
June of 2003 were not addressed in the plan;

BE IT RESOLVED that ANC 2F calls upon MPD:
(1)  to align PSAs without regard to “neighborhood clusters”;

(2)  to align a PSA with the historic and continuing boundaries of ANC 2F and the
Logan Circle Community Association, specifically:

a. to extend no further east than Ninth Street NW;
b. to extend no further west than Fifteenth of Sixteenth Street NW;
C. to extend as far south as K Street to include the residents living in this

area as well as the area immediately impacting those residents; and
d. to extend no further north than S Street NW.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that ANC 2F calls upon the Council of the District of
Columbia to ensure that the boundaries expressed above are implemented.

The foregoing RESOLUTION was passed unanimously by Advisory Neighborhood
Commission 2F on November 5, 2003, at a publicly-noticed meeting and with a quorum
present.
